SUMMERLAND GOLF & COUNTRY CLUB — An Introduction

The Summerland Golf & Country Club has been a labour of love for several decades for this warm
community of golf enthusiasts. The golf course has its roots as far back as 1927 when an informal
and rudimentary 9 hole course existed on the same site right up until 1951. It wasn't until the late
seventies though, that community leaders decided it was time for the “Summerland Golf & Country
Club: to become firmly established. The course is located about 6 kilometers (an 8 minute drive)
from the town centre and Highway 97, on a site known as “Paradise Flats” that overlooks Trout Creek
Canyon. What a great place, and a pristine one at that, to build a golf course.

Through the continued and dedicated efforts of
many of the original members and the executive
of the Summerland Golf Society, the first nine
holes opened on May 1%, 1980. The clubhouse
overlooks the Front Nine and the Okanagan
Valley and was built at the same time, although it
has been through two expansions. Replacement
and renovations to the interior are planned for
the winter of 2007 and 2008.. The front nine is
relatively flat, with a combination of some links
style holes as well as traditional tree lined holes.
It has good length with four of its par 4’s
exceeding 400 yards, and the par 3's are also strong. Recent renovations included rebuilding the 1%
and 2" holes. The first tee is now significantly elevated and provides a panoramic view of the
Okanagan Valley as well as the rest of the golf
course. At 435 yards it is a strong opening
hole. The newly built 2" hole is a nice Par 3,
that skirts Trout Canyon. The front nine is a
enjoyable way to start a round a golf with
forgiving space to spray the ball on most
holes, however, there are bunkers and water
lurking as well.

The back nine opened in 1987 and is quite the
contrast to the front. It winds through
ponderosa pines and the Trout Creek Canyon
valley, and involves significant elevation
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changes. To shoot a good score you need accurate shot making and good putting on undulating
greens. The recent renovation, stretched the 18" hole Par 4 into a Par 5, and has made it a very
interesting Risk-Reward Hole, with the longer drivers, able to cut across the canyon with their second
shot to hit this green in two. It is not for the faint of heart though!

The golf course also installed a State of the Art Irrigation System in 2006, addressing the dry areas
and burn outs, often found as a result of the hot and dry Okanagan climate. The course now offers
high quality conditions from every tee to green.

The variety and enjoyment that the course offers makes it a
popular choice amongst golfers. As well, Summerland welcomes
golfers from all over to come and experience this enjoyable golf
course located in a pristine setting, unmatched in the Okanagan
Valley. As well, you will find better value, when you consider the
great value offered.

Summerland Golf & Country Club is a member owned club, and its
elected Board of Directors provides policy direction for the Club.
Day to day operations are managed by the General Manager, Ken
Oleschuk, who brings over 25 years of successful golf
management experience to the Club. Other key personnel include
Allen Tower, Golf Course Superintendent; Tye Babkirk, Head Golf
Professional; and Cony Deegan, Office Manager.

WEDDINGS AND BANQUETS
The primary objective of the Management and Staff of Summerland Golf & Country Club is to ensure
that you and your guests enjoy your experience at Summerland Golf & Country Club to the fullest.
As with any function (defined as a golf tournament, meeting, seminar, social event, wedding,
anniversary, etc.), a number of policies and conditions are necessary in order to protect the interests
of both parties.

Summerland is able to hold approximately 120 people maximum for a sit down wedding,
approximately 200 people for a stand up reception. The Club does have a 16’ x 24’ dance floor. If
the wedding plans to provide music a $.50 charge per guest is applicable as it must be remitted to
SOCAN.

Summerland Golf & Country Club does not charge a room rental providing the group utilizes the food
and beverage services of the Club. The Club’s health department and liquor license requires that all
food and beverages be purchased through The Club and may not be brought in. The exception to
this rule may be a special cakes or desserts. Event coordinators may request the Club to bring in a
specific wine or product, and every effort will be made to meet your needs.

Summerland Golf & Country Club has an area on the putting green suitable for wedding and other
related ceremonies. Use of this area is subject to a variety of restrictions and it is best to discuss
possible use of this area with General Manager, Ken Oleschuk.
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Please review the suggested menus attached. Should have a specific request that is not addressed in
the menus be it a menu item or a budget price, please contact us and we will do our best to
accommodate your group.

Also, please be sure there is a clear understanding of these policies prior to booking an event at
Summerland Golf & Country Club. If you have any questions or concerns about these policies please
do not hesitate to contact us.

POLICIES & CONDITIONS

We ask that you carefully review the policies and conditions outlined below, prior to
signing the Function Contract. Should you have any questions or concerns about the
policies or conditions we will be happy to discuss them with you.

DEPOSIT

A deposit of $200 and a signed function contract is required to confirm your function booking. The

deposit is refundable providing you cancel your booking no less than 60 days prior to the event. If

you cancel your event within 60 days, it will be refunded only providing Summerland Golf & Country
Club are able to rebook another group on that date.

GUARANTEED NUMBERS

In order that we may properly prepare for your arrival, and ensure adequate staffing, materials and
where applicable tee times, a final guaranteed number must be received no later than 7 days prior
to your function. You will be responsible for paying for the guaranteed number of guests or total
number of guests, whichever is greater. Should the numbers increase between the time you have
confirmed your guaranteed number and the date of your function, please advise the General
Manager or Service Manager.

LIABILITY

The Function Convenor and the organization that they represent are liable for any damages, not
associated with normal wear or tear, that may arise as a result of the actions of the function guests.
Replacement value will be used as a guide to the amount payable for any damages, as well as any
lost revenue as a result of the damage.

Summerland Golf & Country Club cannot be responsible for personal property or equipment brought
to the Club, except when authorized representatives of Summerland Golf & Country Club accept
responsibility for the storage and security of items delivered to the Club for the event.

Authorized agents of Summerland Golf & Country Club must be contacted prior to the set up of
displays or signage, to ensure that no permanent damage arises as a result of the set up.

Event organizers must be cognizant of “host liability”. In this regard, the organizers coupled with
Summerland Golf & Country Club are potentially liable for damage or injury that may be caused by
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the actions of your guest(s). In this regard, Summerland Golf & Country Club must uphold
appropriate government regulations especially as it applies to liquor and to health considerations in
the preparation and distribution of food (see the next section entitled “Food and Beverage”).

FOOD & BEVERAGE

In accordance with the Heath and Liquor Regulations, all food and beverages must be supplied by
Summerland Golf & Country Club. No reasonable request concerning food and beverages will be
denied, and every effort will be made to meet the needs of valued customers of Summerland Golf &
Country Club.

The prices charged for items ordered will be clearly outlined on the Function Contract and shall be
binding on both parties.

Food and Beverages will be subject to a 15% Gratuity. Goods and Services Tax (G.S.T.) and
Provincial Sales Tax (P.S.T.) will be charged where applicable.

Liquor Regulations prohibit beverage service after Midnight and entertainment and closing of the
Clubhouse must occur at 1:00 a.m. Management reserves the right to close earlier, if the number of
customers in attendance declines to the extent that remaining open is not warranted.

Management and Bar Service Staff are licensed under the Province of B.C.’s “Serving It Right
Program”. In accordance with this program our staff must refuse service to any individual(s) who are
deemed to be intoxicated or, in the opinion or our staff, have been served a sufficient number of
drinks such that they may be over the legal limit of blood alcohol.

PAYMENT TERMS

$200 Deposit required to confirm tournament bookings.

Payment for the estimated value of the function must be made 48 hours prior to the event taking
place. Payment may be made with Visa, Mastercard, Cash, Money Order or Company Cheque.
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
